Successful and Safe Mines


Safe mines just don’t happen; they are built by a strong commitment to insuring all miners are provided with the tools they need to go home unharmed at the end of their shift.  After spending 20 years as a miner and 16 years as a public servant in safety, I believe that the information below should help you fulfill your obligation for a safe mine.    1.  Build a solid foundation for your safety program.  2.  There are a tremendous amount of resources for training, use them, including your local MSHA office.  3.  Never stop communicating with your miners; they are your eyes and ears for safety in your mine.  4.  Get out and see for yourself how safely your mine is operating, especially during maintenance.
